Round Robin starts in May: Are you in Grid lock? “ I think being a part of a round robin not
only gives you a chance to meet and interact with new found friends but gives you the
opportunity to tap into your creative senses” stated Yolanda Halferty. I have been
involved with quilting since my children were babies some 20 years ago; however I still
consider myself “new” to quilting. Years have not changed my enthusiasm for quilting; but
new terms, techniques and colors combinations have. “

[ am fascinated with my Mexican heritage, and plan to put together colors and patterns
that represent "Mexico". I think the challenge is to use warm colors like terracotta, golden
mustard and salmon and coming up with pattern suggestions that gives flexibility and
freedom to the quilters in the round robin. Old mosaics, Mexican tiles, architectural details,
missionaries, women' colorful dresses and the hand appliqués of traditional mariachi
clothing will be some of the resources for color and patterns that I will use. Yolanda Halferty

Jeanne McCleary thinks she has made a decision to use 1930’s reproduction prints.” She saw some fabric in the right
colors but didn’t care for the print of the fabric; so she still has some shopping to do. “T like the 30’s fabric but I don’t
have much in my stash.” Her first block will probably be grandmother’s fan pattern. Deciding on the label has been more
difficult; she is still debating between a smaller grandmother’s fan where the participants can each sign a “blade” or a
Sunbonnet Sue with participants signing the dress. Placement of the block is also a concern, “what if T don’t like where
someone has chosen to place their block?” Maybe she will just have to wait to see what our program chair gives us for
options and rules.

Jan Garrard has one of two projects planned. Kim, her daughter, will be the recipient of one of the finished wall hangings
and has chosen “Contemporary Autumn Feelings” as her theme. Kim states in her journal entry how she likes

Mission furniture, Frank Lloyd Wright architecture and geometrics. “Eat a piece of pumpkin pie and burn an apple
allspice candle and you will know how I feel about autumn”. Kim and Jan purchased some material to include in the

Round Robin Directives — chair Kris Brockmeyer reminds participants that at the May meeting the sacks will pass to the
next participant. Journals, 1* block, grid layout and a label should be finished and ready to pass. She suggests using
light colored materials for the label so participant’s signatures are easily seen.

Ventura Class and Projects Featured in Style Show are Huge Success: Seventeen
members of the Lake Area Quilters’ Guild participated in the free class featuring the “Trip Around the World Jacket
Class” taught by Georgia Clark and coordinated by Chris Spurr and Becci Havig. “Mrs. Clark, Mrs. Clark” (we were
pretending to be younger students) was an excellent teacher and said her quilting students were a lot more patient than her
weekday students. Work progressed quickly and Chris Spurr, working on her second jacket from this pattern, modeled
her finished garment before we started clean up. Most of those attending the class were applying their binding or
finishing off the seams by the end of the session.

Twenty guild members strutted the runway showing off their wearable quilted creations Sandy Lauen showed her
granddaughter’s new jacket (minus the granddaughter, of course) which received lots of ohs & ahs. The grandmothers in
the group completely understood when Sandy told how the jacket was “requested” by the granddaughter because she had
outgrown her first jacket. Several had purses or totes to show with the “snappy purses” gaining a lot of interest; the
snappy comes from a metal measuring tape used in the band of the purse. JoAnn Johnston was toasty in woolen mittens
modeled on her hands and her feet.

Executive Board Meeting Recipe of the Month served by Linda Matson

Popcorn Salad

1 c chopped celery 1 small can water chestnuts, chopped (optional)

1 bunch gr. onions cut 2 c shredded cheddar cheese

1#bacon crumbles (or canned bacon pieces) 2 bags of microwave popcorn, popped

Dressing*** cannot be made much ahead of time
1 Cup Miracle Whip 1/2 Cup sugar

Mix together celery, water chestnuts, onions, cheese & bacon. Right before serving stir in the popcorn
and dressing mixture. Mix all and serve.

NEXT MEETING: May 6th
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MUSIC TO MY EARS BLOCK

Materials:
Fat quarter of light musical print
Fat quarter of dark musical print

Cutting:

From the light print cut:
1-31/2” x 6 1/2” rectangle
1-31/2” x5 1/2” rectangle
1-21/2" x 4 1/2” rectangle
2-11/2"x 12 1/2” rectangles
2-11/2” x 10 1/2” rectangles
8 - 1 1/2” squares

From the dark print cut:
2 -4 1/2” squares
1-31/2” x 7 1/2” rectangle
2-11/2"x 3 1/2” rectangles

Assembly:
1. Mark a diagonal line on the wrong side of each light 1 1/2” square. Place 1 light print square on the
corner of one dark 4 1/2” square, right sides together, making sure sides of each square are aligned. Stitch

diagonally on the line you drew earlier. Trim seam allowance to a quarter inch. Press open to reveal
triangle. Repeat on two more corners of this square. Then repeat step one for the second 4 1/2” square.

2. Using diagonal seams method, stitch two 1 1/2” squares to the dark 3 1/2” x 7 1/2” rectangle as shown in

the diagram below.

3. Sew the two dark 1 1/2” x 3 1/2” rectangles to the ends of the 3 1/2” x 5 1/2” light rectangle.

4. Lay out the units constructed so far following the diagram below. Then sew each unit together.
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5. Next, sew a light 1 1/2” x 10 1/2” rectangle to each side of the block constructed in step 4. Finally, sew
a light 1 1/2” x 12 1/2” rectangle to the top and bottom of the block. Block should now measure 12 1/2” x =’
12 1/2”.
